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Scottish Squash Men’s Masters Consultation

Season 2007-08

Further to ongoing discussion and ideas to improve the Tournament Points system for Masters Squash, it appears there is widespread support for the current system. However, there was one suggestion regarding points for the big tournaments such as the British Open and the World Masters, and also some comments/suggestions regarding team selection for Home Internationals. These have therefore been turned these into a consultation which has been circulated to Masters players for feedback. 1. British Open, British Closed and World Masters

In order to give players an incentive to play in these events where the competition is harder should 

a) Points remain same as other Scottish regional Opens (status quo)

3.   Chairman of Selectors and Team Captains for Home International Teams
During the presentations at the end of the Scottish Nationals there was a vagueness by the teams to announce who was selected for the Home Internationals. There was a lot of uncertainty and when teams were asked for the 6 nominations very few Age Groups could provide that information.
In order to promote participation in Masters’ tournaments, offer a point of contact for each age group, promote greater openness, transparency and fairness, the following has been proposed:
 

1.    That Scottish Squash appoint a Chairman of Selectors for Scottish Age Group Teams who has played in numerous Home Internationals and attends most of the Regional tournaments.
 

2.    At the beginning of each season a Team Captain is announced for each age group.
 

This is done by applicants writing to the Chairman of Selectors seeking appointment.

 

The prospective Team Captains must have 
· competed in 3 or 4 previous Home Internationals (thus knowing format, protocol, locations and standards), the exception being the 035 team.

· make themselves available to attend most of the Regional events and the Home Internationals.

Being Team Captain will not mean automatic selection for the Home Internationals but in the event the Captain was not selected he would still be invited, at his own expense, to attend the Home International as the non-playing Team Captain.

 

The Team Captain would be responsible for motivating players to attend regional tournaments, and seeking out new players to the age group as well as others who have played in previous seasons.

 

The Team Captain could also offer advice to regional tournament organisers on the age group rankings and seedings.

 

The Team Captain will also be responsible for seeking out availability for selection of all players available and keen to attend the Home Internationals, advising them of dates location and best method of transport.  New players would also have a point of contact to seek out information on the Home Internationals.

 

The Team Captain would be responsible for advising the players in their respective age group of 'HI team selection so far' prior to the last 2 or 3 regional events. This would hopefully motivate attendance, openness and transparency.  This would be of particular interest to players who are either new to the age group, or players who will be moving up an age group with transferable points, likewise other players in contention can be informed of possible wildcard selections.

 

The Team Captain would be responsible for seeking out availability of any players unable to attend the National Championships and if necessary finding out the voting of any absent players who would qualify as a selector.

 

At the National Championships, the Team Captain would chair the final team selection meeting as either one of the four selectors or as an additional member.  If the Team Captain does not qualify for selection he would still be entitled to attend the Home International as a non-playing Team Captain, at his own expense.
