COMPETITION REGULATIONS


· The event is open to players who are currently at any state or independent secondary school in Scotland. 

· Age restrictions on total age of the team members apply. 

· For Commonwealth Games year only, players need not be registered members of SSRL 

· Team may include one reserve player in entry form as long as the total age of the team including the reserve does not cause the total age of the 4 players to exceed 62 years.
· No reserves or replacements allowed after entry has been submitted.
· All named players, including reserves are “cup tied” and cannot play for any other team or school.
·  All 3 team members must play all rounds. 

· Failure to field a full team of 3 and to play all rounds will lead to disqualification

· Order of play 2:3:1
· All teams must be accompanied/supervised by a representative of the school at all times
· All schools, by entering into the competition, accept to be bound by the SSRL Code of Conduct.
· Draw 
Schools will be grouped geographically in the early rounds. 
Depending on entry, SSRL reserves the right to exclude Schools if there is insufficient entries or 
if to do so creates a better draw with the minimisation of byes.  
· Entry 
Entry fee £30 per team, with or without named reserve and irrespective of the number of rounds 
in which a school takes part. 
In the event that a school cannot be accommodated a full refund will be made.   


· Entry excludes court rentals, however SSRL will endeavour to have courts provided by member clubs 
free of charge if events take place in off peak times.
